One of the many advantages of the
Dimension printer is the neatness of the
modeling material. Other competitors' 3D
printers build the models out of powders or
pellets that are troublesome to clean. Dimension
uses ABS material, which is coiled acrylnitrile
butadene styrene plastic on a roll. There are 7
different standard colors. Only one color can be
printed at a time. For a metallic look, clients
usually paint the model. The layered model is
porous, but can be treated with water sealant.
One client used that method to build a

functioning salad spinner for a trade show.
(Note: they demonstrated the concept and
secured orders with a water sealed model; not
one production unit was available.)

It is possible to model intricate parts
with delicate separations and spacing. One
method is with Breakaway support structure,
created with the BST model printers. Manually
break it away the support away to create the
space. The SST model printers can build
models with a soluble support. Model and
extrude the "empty space" with a special
material, which is later dissolved in water.
One of the available samples was a functioning
adjustable wrench.  The handle, jaws and
screw were built with ABS and the soluble
material filled up the spaces.

The ease of use and versatility of the
design software and the printer allow
Cimquest's clients to stretch their creativity
even further than they imagined. Designers
not only create prototypes of their inventions,
they also model their packaging. The ABS
models are great for creating shapes to be
thermoformed. A real estate broker re-created
a miniature scale model of Central Park and the
surrounding buildings. The broker sets value
and sells apartment by sight line and by the
best views.

The printers, depending on model,
range in cost from $19,000 to $30,000. Basic
maintenance is at least $2,000/ year. Lease to
own programs are available. For budding
inventors, if you cannot afford your own printer
just yet, Cimquest can help you contact their
clients who consult or have prototyping
services.
