The October meeting was held at Avonpress, in
Hauppauge.  They specialize in printing and packaging
solutions.  This article will follow the process from

artwork through printing, collating and mailing.
Avonpress started in 1952 as a 2 color printing house.  The

business recently merged with LaserGraphics / Data Flow, which
brought together expertise on printing and data management.   This
gave Avonpress the unique ability to provide printing and mailing
services for their clients.  

Avonpress can assist graphic artists with product design.
From table top displays to display cartons, their technicians can
assist in creating packaging and presentation materials that will
"grab" your customers' attention.   A more utilitarian example
demonstrating "paper engineering" was a multi-stage form for a
prescription fulfillment client.   As the prescription order progresses
through the assembly and packaging process, the perforated and
printed sheet is completely used up, including the packaging label.

The order process begins when the customer gives digital
files of artwork to Avonpress.  The Pre-Press department gets the
artwork "production ready".  This often involves checking the original
file and making necessary revisions to add fonts, improve resolution,
and perfect the format. They can provide services for digital color
enhancement,  proofing, and blueprinting. A color proof is made for
the customer from the 7-color Contract-Proofing device.  

The files are then sent to a Plate Setter.  This ~10 year old
digital technology has replaced the Lithograph plating process. 
Lithographs were expensive to produce due to the processing
chemicals and the hazardous waste stream.  This plate setter can
produce an 8-up image on high-quality film. 

Sophisticated data merging and printing takes place at the
High Speed Lasering area.  The equipment can take a nearly blank
sheet of paper, and merge data with the test on the laser printer.  
This can produce a personalized and targeted mailing piece.   The
example shown was a fund raising letter from an educational
institution.  The addressee name has a link to the college he/she

attended, which is linked to the college's administrator as the
signatory. 

Avonpress developed a method to produce a specialty mailer
containing a letter with complimentary address labels for the
addressee.  Their manufacturing method ensures that the two sheets
don't get separated, and the letter and labels match the addressee
once they get folded and inserted into the envelope. 

If the printed piece is a postcard, it goes through postal
pre-sort and stops there.   If the printed piece requires an envelope,
it will continue to the Inserting machine.  Flat sheets are folded.
Envelope flaps are mechanically opened.  Pagers are inserted in
envelopes and the flaps are sealed. 

Avonpress has sheet-fed Heidelberg Speedmaster 6 color
printer.  Each individual color is added to the paper in sequence, with
the dots from the inks blending to the colors we see in the finished
piece.  The final station is an aqueous coater, which seals the inks,
dries it and adds a finish.  The coating has shortened the cycle time,
as the inks set quicker and processing can continue uninterrupted.
For two-sided pages, the sheets are run through a 2nd time and
printed on the opposite side. With the 8-up film, jobs can be
combined on the large printed sheet, and are cut and separated in a
subsequent step.  

On the side of the 8-up printed sheet, one can see color bars
on the side edge.  These help the press locate and align as the
colors are printed.  The Heidelberg does have some learning
intelligence.  Depending on the job, the operators will run it manually
or let the intelligence take over.  

The 8-up sheets must be cut down to size, and are brought to
a guillotine style cutter.  The cuts are programmable, and the
machine is laden with safety guards to protect the operator.  Some
large sheets are formatted so the pages will be properly registered
when the sheet is folded down to 16 pages with the Baumfolder. 
This is the way a large calendar was made.  It starts as one large
sheet which gets folded down to a booklet format.  The Booklet
maker machine adds stitches or staples to the middle fold.  A trimmer
cuts off the folds leaving a calendar that flips up page by page. 

Although the tour concentrated on the printing and mailing
area, we were brought through the area that displayed the banners
and posters produced by Avonpress.  They demonstrated the high
quality, color and resolution in demand by high end marketers.  The
Hauppauge facility can print on metallic, plastic, and latex substrates
and can stamp with metallics, multi-color and holographic foils.
