The October meeting was held in New York City,
hosted by ADP for a talk on "Time and Labor
Management / Shop Floor Control".  Andrew Trager

gave a presentation on the ADP ezLabor Management system. 
 His training is in Industrial Psychology, and his work with clients
is very similar to the Industrial Engineering concerns: 
streamlining, automation, optimization, and minimizing data entry
points.   ADP may be best known as a payroll company, but the
business has been moving to many other ancillary activities.  They
have evolved along with the business landscape.   In the old days,
light manufacturing prevailed and people punched in with time
clocks.  Today, ADP has moved into office settings and tracks
labor, labor costs, attendance and paid time off. 

The following is an overview of the presentation.

`There are several advantages of automation of time and
labor data collection. There is improved control of potential profit
leaks, such as rounding rules.  If someone punches in a 8:09 am,
a clock might round to 8:00am.  Automation eliminates redundant
data entry. Payroll accuracy typically improves from 1% to 5%. 
The time to collect and calculate employee hours is reduced by up
to 80%.  Payroll policies are applied, consistently.  Real time labor
management reports are available, even from remote sites
(example: construction sites).  "Employee time theft" can be
minimized by replacing punch cards or swipe cards with
biometrics.  Automation provides the ability to retrieve detailed
information on an employee's work habits, for example, Who is
approaching Overtime limits?  Government compliance is assured
since data is web hosted by ADP and all reports are available for
audits. 

According to a study by the American Payroll
Association, automation can solve three expensive problems. 
Errors are reduced.   The human error rate for calculating time
cards ranges from .5% to 8%.  It takes almost 7 minutes to
manually total a card.  Automated systems take 1 minute or less.

The Average Employee Lost Time averages about 46 minutes per
employee per day.  (example:  punching in a 8:25 am but getting
paid for a shift starting at 8:00 am).

ADP ezLaborManager is one such automated T&L
system with the following features: 
Web-based time and attendance system, Hosted and maintained
by ADP, 128 bit encryption provides the most secure encryption
technology,  the system is accessible from any PC [recognized as
a collection device], Users have Role-defined access (ex.
Managers can view reports for their direct reports), Customized
programming is available, and ezLaborManager can be Integrated
with PCPW (PCPayroll) or Pay eXpert.

The system has several data collection hardware options.
The Badge unit can be connected by a) Ethernet, b) Hardwired, or
c) Modem.   The Hand Scanner is a biometric collector and is also
connected by a), b) and c).  The biometric collectors can track
department transfer.  Employees may have a home department,
but may be assigned in temporary departments.   The Time sheet
allows for Time Entry, Edit / Approve capability, accessibility by
LAN / WEB, and accepts PDA input.  The Telephone can be
connected by IVR (interactive voice response), 1-800#'s, or can be
hosted.  

ADP is a leader in the industry, with over 12 years in the
Time and Labor Management field.   Over 400 associates are
dedicated to Time & Labor support.  There are over  30,000 ADP
Time and Labor Management clients with over 4 million people
using ADP data collection devices a week.   There are 60,000 of
their data collection devices installed.  ADP provides the following
advantages:  One-source vendor for all Time & Attendance payroll
information,  Single point-of-entry for New Hires and Employee
Maintenance changes,  Automatic Upgrades that ensure the most
modern technology,  On going software support,  Dedicated
project Manager to manage the entire implementation process to
ensure a successful transition,  ADP Hosted application eliminates
IT involvement and dedicated server requirements,  and Access
from the Internet anywhere, anytime.  

With ADP's integration with payroll, time and labor
tracking, there is the "Punch to Paycheck Advantage".  The check
has the punch details that eliminate follow up questions (example:
how much paid time off?).  The payroll timesheet reconciliations
typically streamline a 9 step process down to 3 steps.  The
eliminated steps have a strike-through.   (1) Employee fills out
Timesheet (2) Managers approve time sheet (3) Manager forwards
sheets to Payroll (4)  Payroll verifies actual time vs. float time (5)
Payroll manually computes Paid Time Off (6) audit time sheets for
benefit time used (7) Audit each batch (8) Key entries into Payroll
software (9) Payroll makes final audits and completes reporting
requirements.   An additional bonus is that the ADP systems
eliminate physical storage.   Federal Law mandates storing 3
years of history and this can now be done electronically.

Andrew's presentation gave a sample screen shot of
typical reports including Timecard reports (by employee),
Timecard Exception reports, Employee Daily Totals Report (hours
& dollars), Payroll Detail Report, Department  Detail Report,
Department Summary Report {overtime, Regular, sick, vacation
hours), Weekly Schedule Report (employees' scheduled hours) ,
and an Attendance Report.
